Camp Rules

The safety and well-being of all of our campers is our first priority. You must agree to these guidelines in order to register your child for camp. 

· The following items should not be brought to camp:

· jewelry and watches 

· money and other valuables

· toys – especially electronics

· trading cards and other “fad” items

· cell phones and other communication devices (we have both a cell phone and a land line for emergency use at camp, so there is no need for campers to have these items)
*Please Note: Inappropriate items brought to camp will be confiscated by the director and returned at the end of the camp season.
· Proper footwear (running shoes & socks) is essential for camp activities. Campers who come to camp without proper footwear may have to sit out of some activities if camp staff do not feel it would be safe for them to participate. Please do not wear flip flops or crocs to camp.


· Campers are closely supervised at all times. They must ask permission before leaving their group for any reason. 


· Foul or inappropriate language will not be tolerated.


· Camp rules and the rules for specific activities are designed with the safety of our campers in mind. Campers must follow instructions for all activities carefully. Failure to follow instructions will result in a short “time out”.


· The camp facilities are directly off of Wayside Drive. Campers are not permitted on the portion of the lawn closest to the road, and should never kick or throw any object in the direction of the road.


· Medications may NOT be kept in the camper’s possession at any time. If your child needs to take medication during the day, please leave the medication and written instructions with the camp director during drop-off. The only exceptions to this rule are epi-pens and emergency inhalers, which must be carried on the camper at all times. For safety and insurance reasons, we will not administer ANY medication without written instructions from a parent or guardian.

· Campers are expected to show appropriate respect for the staff, facility, equipment, other campers and their belongings at all times. 

· Our camper program includes occasional treats for our campers. Any dietary restrictions you specify on the registration form will be followed. If you wish to provide alternate treats for your camper we will be happy to use them. 

· Due to the high frequency of nut allergies, no peanut or nut products are permitted in camper lunches. Please check labels carefully.

· We maintain a “closed door” policy during the camp day. While we welcome and encourage parents to meet our staff and view the facility, we monitor guests carefully. This is for the protection and safety of our campers. Please check in with the staff member on duty when dropping off or picking up your child from camp. If you would like a tour of the facility, please visit our open house or make an appointment with the director. Drop off and pick up times are too busy for us to give you our full attention.
Registration Guidelines & Conditions of Enrollment

· Both complete registration form AND $100 deposit must be received in order for a child’s space to be confirmed. 

· If paying only the deposit on registration, post-dated cheques for your balance are preferred.

· Cheques that are returned to us NSF will incur a $25 surcharge.
· Post-dated cheques must be dated to ensure each week is paid for in full before it begins. 

· Cancel anytime prior to June 1 for a full refund (less a $50 administration fee). 

· New Camper Clause: If a new camper does not like camp at the end of the first day, the full session fee will be refunded. Cancellations made after this time will not be subject to a refund.

· In the case of illness, a refund (less a $50 administration fee) will be issued only if the camp receives a letter from the child’s physician.
· Receipts for camp fees will be mailed out at the end of the summer season.

· Respect for property, and the physical and emotional safety of all campers & staff is critical to our program. We reserve the right to terminate the registration of any child if, in the opinion of the Director, it is in the best interest of the child or other participants. In the event that a child’s behavior is such that he/she is asked not to return to camp, no refund will be provided. 

· It is the responsibility of parents to notify the camp of any changes in regard to their child’s physical or emotional health, parent’s marital status, change of address, or any phone number or emergency contact changes. 

· Parents agree to pay for any and all damages caused by their child to the camp location and/or camp property. 

· Parents agree to give camp officials authority to act on their behalf in the case of an emergency. Parents shall be responsible for all transportation, hospital, medical and medication charges incurred. 

· Parents consent to the use by Maple Key Day Camp of the registered camper in camp photographs & new media.
